American Horse Council 
 
This yearôs American Horse Councilôs National 
Issues Forum focused on infectious equine dis-
eases and the impact those diseases have on our 
horsesô welfare and our industryôs health.  The 
annual meeting was held from June 20 to 23 and 
also included a Trails Forum, the annual Con-
gressional Ride-In, AHC committee meetings, 
and a Congressional Reception. 
 
The State Horse Council Committee met for one 
full day during the AHC Annual meeting.  During 
that time, the state horse councils once again dis-
cussed the need to establish an identity and re-
cruit other horse councils to join our efforts.  To-
wards that end, a name change was suggested to 
allow us to build a unique identity.  The name of 
ñCoalition of State Horse Councilsò was presented 
to the AHC Board of Directors and approved by 
the Board.  This is a positive step forward to bring 
all state horse councils together for furthering our 
industry.  Several new committees were identified 
within this structure including: Structure and Or-
ganization, Marketing, Mentoring and Member-
ship and Financial.   
 
To begin the process of forming the coalition, an 
electronic newsletter is being developed to high-
light accomplishments of state horse councils and 
to bring together a forum of issues for discussion 
and sharing. 

Unwanted Horse Symposium 
 
The NCHC is working with NCSU Equine 
Husbandry, Farm Bureau, NCDA&CS and 
others in planning an Unwanted Horse Sym-
posium in September.  The Symposium is tar-
geted to Animal Control Officers, rescue per-
sonnel, veterinarians and general horse own-
ers to begin to look at the extent of the prob-
lem in North Carolina and to look at policies 
and regulations that might impact the prob-
lem.   

Livestock Appreciation DayðThe NCHC par-
ticipated for the first time in a Livestock Ap-
preciation Day at our State Legislature.  The 
day included a breakfast hosted by the Pork 
Council and a lunch hosted by the Cattle-
manôs association.  There was also a milk 
chugging contest!  It was a welcome site to 
be included in this dayôs activities as the 
Horse is Livestock and we need every oppor-
tunity to let our legislators understand our in-
dustry. 
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Jordan Lake Regulatory Committee  
 
The Jordan Lake Regulatory Committee met this month to continue our discussion of how we are going 
to implement the new rules.  The following is a brief outline of what we have discussed: 
 

Soil and Water Conservation District Assistance UpdateðAll eight of the soil and water conservation 
districts will be assisting with agricultural data collection and reporting to help develop the baseline re-
port and one annual report to comply with the requirements in the agriculture rule. 
 
Website updatesðThe watershed oversight committee will have a website hosted on the Division of 
Soil and Water Conservation website.  The page should be live soon, and a link will be distributed to 
members once it is active. 
 
Outreach to affected parties for Ag and Fertilizer Management RulesðAnne Coan distributed a draft 
article summarizing the pesticide rule.  This article may be used in county or organizational newsletters 
(districts, Farm Service Agency, Cattlemenôs Association, Horse Council, Haw River Assembly, etc.) to 
help the affected public learn about this rule and the training requirement for those who apply fertilizers.  
The Division of Water Quality is defining who has to take training, or has to have a nutrient manage-
ment plan.  NCSU Cooperative Extension Service will provide the training in late 2011 or early 2012.  
Anne Coan and Julie Henshaw will work on a similar article about the Watershed Oversight Committee 
and the Agriculture Rule.   
 
Phosphorus accounting and reportingðDeanna Osmond provided a summary of the report Accounting 
Method for Tracking Relative Changes in Agricultural Phosphorus Loading to the Tar-Pamlico River.  
The group discussed how phosphorus is tracked and reported in the Tar-Pamlico River Basin.  The 
group would like to propose that the Jordan Lake Watershed follow this methodology for reporting 
phosphorus, with some minor changes to reflect the watershed.  The group would propose the follow-
ing items be reported:  tobacco acres, human waste applied, and remove water control structures from 
the reporting.  The WOC will request the review and concurrence of the Jordan Lake Phosphorus re-
porting methodology by the Phosphorus Technical Advisory Committee (PTAC).   
 
Pasture accounting (including data from Soil and Water Conservation Districts)-                                    
All eight districts provided data on the pasture operations in their county.  The data included the num-
ber of animals and the average number of animals per acre.    Each county provided data only for their 
portion of the watershed.  This data showed that WOC wonôt be able to use farm tax use records for 
reporting purposes, since not everyone participates in the program.  A separate workgroup will be cre-
ated to study the associated water quality benefits of pasture best management practices, specifically if 
percent reductions of nitrogen and phosphorus reduction can be calculated, and what those percent-
ages will be.      
 

Outreach, education and BMPs needed for horse operations with 5 or more horsesðThe group briefly 
reviewed the methods to reach horse owners that were generated at the last meeting.  The pesticide 
article will be the first information distributed to this group.  Sue Gray also shared information regarding 
a 319 grant that was submitted by the Division of Soil and Water Conservation, local soil and water 
conservation districts, NC Horse Council and Sustainable Stables.  This grant will help horse owners 
install conservation practices to improve water quality, as well as develop educational resources and 
engineering designs specific to smaller horse operations.  If funded, the materials and information gen-
erated from this project could be applied in the Jordan Lake Watershed.   
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The final activity of July included meeting with the 
American Income Associations Program of value-
added benefits for association members.  There is 
no cost to the Council or to our members for par-
ticipation in this program.  American Income is a 
59-year-old company with a history of solid, mod-
erate growth.  They do not advertise or sell to the 
general public and are currently serving over 
22,000 different groups and associations through 
this program. Information on this program is ongo-
ing.  
 
In addition, we will be spreading the word to our 
members of the value added programs that they 
are eligible for through our membership in AHC.

Legislative IssuesðLegislatively, June and July 
were very busy.  We once again were unable to 
pass our specialty License Plate Bill as this issue 
continues to be discussed by our legislators. We 
were successful in addressing a proposed 3% 
leasing fee added to all of the State run Agricul-
tural Facilities.  These fees were proposed to help 
fund legislated ethics rules.  The issue of this be-
ing unfair to the agricultural population influenced 
our state legislators to go back to the drawing 
board.  Finally, we were successful in turning 
back the decision to remove $1,000,000 from the 
State Fair Surplus Fund.  Dollars from this ac-
count are being used to help us update and im-
prove our State run Equine Facilities!  Thanks to 
all of you who participated in this letter writing 
campaignéit worked! 

Watershed IssuesðWatershed issues continue to 
be of major concern to the Equine Industry.  
Hearings were held regarding regulation of Falls 
Lake with the NCHC preparing comments to be 
submitted in August.  The Jordan Lake Commit-
tee meetings are on-going as we deal with meas-
urement of nutrients on pasture land.

Western Trails Report

On the western front, the NC Horse Council awarded the Pisgah Trailblazers (for the 2nd 
year) a $1,500.00 grant for continued work on the Wolf Ford Horse Camp. When completed, 
the horse camp will have 13 graveled sites (a few are able to handle two rigs) & horse stall 
sites, a large communal picnic area, a chemical (sweet smelling) toilet, horse watering trough 
& manure management system.  Currently, the NC Forest Service is conducting a public 
opinion survey to gauge support for a minimal fee per night per site. The Trailblazers & the 
NCHC urge your support for this fee as the funds will stay in the area, and the fee basis will 
allow for reservation of sites, versus "1st come, 1st served". 
 
The Pisgah Trailblazers & Back Country Horsemen of NC have put in 2,000 man hours work-
ing on the site, with the Forest Services help and the use of personal as well as Forest Ser-
vice equipment. The horse camp will allow access to over 100 miles of trails in over 500,000 
acres of our western NC National Forest area.

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Comment #2 re: 15A NCAC 02B .0280 (4)c(i) APPLICABILITY:   
 

The currently proposed threshold of 5 equines is too low in comparison to the other species identified and the nutrients pre-
sent in manure. The more stringent equine threshold is not solely supported by nutrient contribution. 
 
The use of thresholds in general and specifically for equines is overly simplistic and does not account for the size and man-
agement variability between equine livestock and other livestock produced for food.  Equines can widely vary in size and are 
generally fed to achieve athletic performance goals, not to increase weight for meat or milk production.  There are different 
management approaches applicable to small and large equine farms, many that donôt rely upon pasture as a key component 
of diet.  A ñpastureò is often an area maintained for exercise, not for nutrition.  Through our work on the Watershed Oversight 
Committee we are aware of the limitations of quantitative phosphorous accounting from pasture, and the challenges of quanti-
fying phosphorous from non-pasture based management.  BMPs and methods of nutrient accounting will need to be refined 
for the specific farm and management strategy, not solely focused on the number of equines and pasture-based manage-
ment.   We believe that thresholds based on units of available nutrient production per facility and/or units of animal weight (or 
ñstocking ratesò) would be a more equitable approach to nutrient reduction from livestock operations.  There is the potential for 
substantial regulatory inequity as a result of over-simplifying the equine livestock operation.   The 5 equine threshold was es-
tablished during the development of the Jordan nutrient rules, when there was no representation from the equine industry, 
and other livestock interests apparently lacked understanding or interest to apply the unique characteristics of the equine in-
dustry to the rulemaking process.  We believe the Jordan Lake equine threshold is unfairly low and is a poor precedent. 
 
In consideration of the essentially unassisted financial responsibility and inherent inequity of the simple threshold number, 
NCHC would like the threshold for equines to be raised or modified to more fairly account for the farm management practices, 
the actual nutrient loading reaching surface water, and the farm ownerôs (lack of) eligibility for cost assistance.

 Falls Reservoir Water Supply Nutrient Strategy

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The following is a synopsis of the NC Horse Council (NCHC) response to the Falls Reservoir Water Supply Nutrient Strategy. 
 

The NC Horse Council (NCHC) is the voice of the North Carolina equine industry, serving over 50,000 equine operations in the 
state.  We represent the equine agricultural stakeholder in the development of the Falls Reservoir Water Supply Nutrient Strategy 
(FRWSNS) and were actively involved in the stakeholder committees during the draft rule development.   We also actively partici-
pate in the Jordan Lake Watershed Oversight Committee for the Jordan Lake Rules, thus have the experience of seeing a very 
similar rule transition to implementation.   
 
The NCHC understands that much of the proposed regulation is based on the Jordan Water Supply Nutrient Strategy section 15A 
NCAC 02B .0264, which affects agriculture.  Our concerns with the FRWSNS are similar to those we expressed in 2007 for the 
Jordan Lake water supply: the low threshold number for equines that would be considered agriculture operations, particularly in 
comparison to higher threshold numbers of livestock such as cattle (which produce more nitrogen and phosphorous in their ma-
nure than horses); and, the corresponding  limited availability of agricultural cost share or other financial assistance for most of 
the equine operations that would be affected.  Our concerns and recommendations for specific sections of the rule are in more 
detail below. 
 
Comment #1 re: 15A NCAC 02B .0280 (2) PROCESS: 

 
The 2008 Equine Industry Study indicates that 40% of equines are kept solely for recreational (pleasure and trail riding), not com-
mercial purposes.  A key assumption in the fiscal analysis of the Falls Nutrient Strategy (June 2010) is that the cost for compli-
ance is part of the cost borne by small business, which is simply not the case for most of the farms that meet or exceed the five 
horse threshold.  ñNon-commercialò horse farms are eligible to apply for state cost share assistance through the Agriculture Cost 
Share Program, but are not eligible for federal funding.  Cost share applications for assistance are ranked based on local priority 
that allows districts to fund projects with the most water quality benefit and addressing their set water quality priorities first, and 
districts continue to fund projects based on ranking scores and amount of funds available. The problem with small 
ñnoncommercialò horse farms is that they donôt always rank and compete well with other eligible sites.  We hope that Soil and 
Water Conservation (SWC) districts within the regulated watersheds can re-examine priorities, but expect that the majority of 
smaller equine operations simply wonôt have state financial assistance options unless there is a significant water quality benefit. 
 
ñNon-commercialò horse farms are not currently eligible to apply for federal cost share assistance through the USDA.  This is due 
to the requirements of the Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) which helps with livestock practices, and requires 
the farm to produce food or fiber.  Essentially all equine operations do not meet this requirement.  
 
This information regarding the unique status of cost-share funding for non-commercial equine operations has been previously 
made available to DWQ, and can be accessed through the SWC districts.   Therefore, it is disappointing to have cost assump-
tions that are erroneous for many of the applicable equine operations persist in the fiscal analysis of the ruleôs financial conse-
quences.  A large nutrient reduction is required from agriculture, and equine operations are one of the increasing agricultural land 
uses in the watershed, creating the potential for a large portion of the compliance cost to be directly borne by the landowner, 
should Stage II Best Management Practices (BMPs) become required.  
 
In summary, the small equine operations and non-commercial equine-owning households have limited eligibility for financial as-
sistance, and as a growing agricultural land use, may directly bear a disproportionate amount of the total cost for nutrient reduc-
tion without financial assistance.   This has not been captured or noted as an uncertainty in the agricultural fiscal analysis, and we 
want the NCDENR DWQ to understand and continue to consider the unique context that distinguishes equine operations from 
other agricultural operations.
